writer Czestaw Janczarski. The first movie entitled “Teddy Floppy-
Ear” was made in 1962 with a script by Czestaw Janczarski,
however the greatest popularity was gained by a stop motion
puppet animation series produced in 1975 by the Studio of
Small Film Forms Se-ma-for in t6dz. Teddy Floppy-Ear was
voiced by the unforgettable actor Mieczystaw Czechowicz.

The series was created by Se-ma-for in
1988-1992 and extended into 26 episodes. The character was designed by

Tadeusz Wilkosz who also served as the artistic supervisor of the series.

Joanna Stasiewicz was the narrator and the dialog interpreter.

The black tomcat
Bonifacy usually gets Filemon out of trouble and he always imparts his practical
wisdom. The character of Filemon the Cat was created by the writer and scriptwriter
Marek Nejman. In 1972-1981 Se-ma-for produced cartoon animation series

with the first set of 13 episodes entitled “The Strange World

of Filemon the Cat”. The second set of 26 ¢|

was entitled “The Adventures of Filemon -

the Cat.”

“Magic Pencil”
has 39 episodes and since the 27th episode the series maintains continuity — the
heroes go fo help a little castaway. Thanks to that, a feature film was edited in 1991.

It was entitled “Journey with the magic
pencil” and screened in cinemas.

Tosia. He inhabits her pencil-case and together with his
neighbors: Pencil, Eraser, Nibs, Pen, Penknife, Ruler and
Crayons, experiences various adventures both at school
and at home. The novel “Plastus Diary” was written by
Maria Kownacka in 1936, and the series based on the
novel was produced in 1980. The main creator was

Zofia Otdak who wrote the script and all dialogs, partially
designed the set and directed the series. Plastus was voiced
by a known and well-liked actor, satirist

and director Andrzej Zaorski.
